SECTION 4: First aid measures

4.1 Descrip�on of first aid measures

4.1.1 Inhala�on

If inhaled, remove from area to fresh air. Get medical aIen�on if respiratory irrita�on develops or if breathing becomes  

difficult.

4.1.2 Contact with eyes

In case of contact, immediately flush eyes with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. Eyelids should be held away from the  

eyeball to ensure thorough rinsing.

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SECTION 5: Firefigh�ng measures

5.1 Ex�nguishing media

- Ex�nguishing media: Ex�nguish with foam, carbon dioxide, dry powder or water fog.
